· We have a 3 year creative theme based approach - making learning inspiring, diverse and memorable supported by purposeful experiences
· We use the EYFS Framework as the foundation for the Early years’ curriculum, but interpret it creatively 
· We use an eclectic approach to teaching strategies underpinned by an understanding of individual needs and the need to maximise all pupils’ independence 
· We use a ‘total communication approach’ - maximising each child’s communication potential 
· We personalise learning - being flexible and responsive to individual need and interests 
· We use visual daily timetables - enabling interaction and participation
